Q:
What is the NHS Clinical Leaders Network (CLN) and what is the profile of your members?

The CLN is a membership group of leading NHS clinical staff. Please see the graph below for the current make-up of the network.
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It is free for clinicians to join and is open to practising clinicians who are employed by the NHS.  The CLN Bank of Clinicians’ service is only available to members.  Members have a current NHS employment contract, have had an appraisal within the last 12 months and are largely recognised as experts in their field.

At present there are over 3500 members covering all clinical areas.

Q:
What type of work could you help resource?

Essentially any programme or project requiring clinical insight or expertise.  The CLN members will set their preferences and we will match those available clinicians to your requirements.  

Q: 
How can we register our interest in using the CLN members?

In the first instance you should contact our service partner, Sand Resources on 01892 703607 or bank@sand-uk.com.  They will then spend time discussing your project requirements and what type of support you require.  They will also confirm our rates and terms and conditions to engage with CLN members.

Q:
How much do you charge for the service?

The charges are set depending on the type of work offered.  We have a rate card which is available on request and the CLN take a margin to cover their costs for administration and delivery of the service.

Q:
Who will set up contracts and invoicing?

The CLN Bank of Clinicians will set up the contract on your behalf which you and your clinician will approve.  Thereafter the clinician will complete a timesheet and an invoice will be generated, monthly in arrears.  
Q:
How will I identify the right individual for my project?

When you contact our client side partner, Sand Resources, they will discuss the details of the project and the skill set you are seeking.  They will then identify available candidates that best match your requirements, to a maximum of three.  You can then make a choice.

Q:
We are a non-NHS organisation. Can we use the service?

Yes, the service is available to non-NHS organisations.  

Q:
Will a clinician have professional indemnity to work on our projects or will we need to make arrangements?

All clinicians will have professional indemnity insurance before engaging on a contract.  

Q:
What notice period is required to end an assignment arrangement?

When you engage a clinician the work period will be defined in the contract.  If for any reason a project overruns you simply need to contact Sand Resources to let them know that the project is extending and your contract will be extended. 
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
